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You have submitted the certificate of the Director of Finance to the effect that 
there are unencumbered balances legally appropriated in a sum sufficient to cover 
the obligations of the contract. There has further been submitted a contract bond 
upon which the American Surety Company of New York appears as surety, suffi­
cient to cover the amount of the contract. 

You have further submitted evidence indicating that plans were properly pre­
pared and approved, bids taken and tabulated as required by law, and the contract 
duly awarded. Also it appears that the laws relating to the status of surety com­
panies have been complied with.
