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certain lease, in triplicate, by which there is leased and demised to one E. A. Siferd, 
of Lima, Ohio, for a term of fifteen years, a certain parcel of state reservoir land 
at Indian Lake, which parcel of land is more particularly described as being that 
portion of the state resen·oir land lying immediately in front of lot X o. 30, of 
Waterbury's Allotment. This lease, which permits the use of said property for dock 
landing, walkway and ·tawn purposes, calls for an annual rental of 6% of "the ap­
raised value of said parcel of land, which appraised value is the sum of $100.00. 

Upon examination of the provisions of said lease I find the same to be in con­
formity with the provisions of Section 471, of the General Code, as amended in the 
enactment of the Conservation Act; said lease is likewise in conformity with the 
provisions of other related statutes applicable to leases of this kind.
