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disclose that such power of attorney was in full force and effect on Feb-
ruary 26, 1936, when the bond was signed, and second, your signature did
not appear thereon approving it as required by Section 1182-3, General
Code.

The first objection has now been removed, and although the bond
has not yet been signed by you to meet the second objection, due to your
illness, I am now approving such bond, subject to your signature being
placed on the bond when you return to your office.
