My Dear MRr. ENGLEMAN:—I have your request for my opinion, which reads as
follows:

“The Board of Trustees of Kent State College in regular meeting here
Monday, February 11th, upon motion of John R. Williams, seconded by Alma
M. Zinninger, passed a resolution as follows:

‘Because of the numerous requests from Alumni of the College, for the
Board of Trustees to authorize an extension of the curriculum offerings of the
college to make it possible for graduates of the college holding a bachelor’s
degree, and others interested who have a bachelor’s degree from other repu-
table institutions, to continue their study for a fifth year of gnaduate work
here, upon the satisfactory completion of which a master's degree could be
awarded by the Board, the President of the college is hereby directed by the
Board of Trustees to request from the Attorney General a ruling on the ques-
tion, “Has the Board authority under the existing statutes so to extend the
scope of the courses taught here, and to grant the master’s degree upon the sat-
