DEAR SIR:-You have submitted for my examination and approval a cer­
tain lease No. 2314, executed by Maud R. Ruggles, Catherine R. Noecker, ]. 
P. Noecker, Miriam R. Adkins and Paul E. Adkins of Pickaway Township, 
Pickaway County, Ohio, on a parcel of land in said township and county, con­
taining a total of 1,669.42 acres of land with exceptions as noted in the lease. 
By this lease, which is one for a term of three years, this land is leased and de­
mised to the state solely for state game refuge purposes; and it is noted in this 
connection that acting under the provisions of section 1435-1 and other re­
lated sections of the General Code, the Conservation Council, acting through 
you as Conservation Commissioner, has set this property aside as a state game 
and bird refuge during the term of said lease.
