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periods between the loss or completion of one job until another one is obtained,
he be permitted to return to the children’s home temporarily, rather than be re-
quired to go to the County Home. '

I am of the opinion, in the light of the foregoing discussion, that the trustees
of a children’s home are not authorized to dismiss from the home a child which
has attained the age of eighteen years, but must permit that child to remain in
the home until he is twenty-one years of age, where he has not been placed out in
a permanent home, and is not able for one reason or another, to provide for his
own maintenance.
