The contract covers the construction and completion of
Electrical Item (21) “Complete New Chemistry Building” on University campus, Ohio
State University, Columbus, Ohio, and calls for an expenditure of three thousand
six hundred and ninety dollars ($3,690.00).

' You have submitted the certificate of the Director of Finance to the effect that
there are unencumbered balances legally appropriated in a sum sufficient to cover the
obligations of the contract. You have also submitted a certificate from the Con-
trolling Board, signed by the Secretary thereof, that in accordance with Section 12
of House Bill No. 502, 87th General Assembly, said hoard has properly consented to
and approved the expenditure of the moneys appropriated by the 87th General As-
sembly for the purpose covered by this contract.
