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With reference to your first question, without passing on the point of whether or 
not there is statutory authority for the county commissioners to purchase a refrigerator 
for the county jail as you do not ask relative thereto, I am unable to find any statutory 
requirements for competitive bidding that could require competitive bidding for the 
purchase of same. 

Sections 2353 and 2354, General Code, mentioned in your communication, do not 
appear to have any application to the questions you present, for the reason that such 
sections only apply to the erection of a public building, bridge or bridge substructure, 
or of making an addition to or repair thereof, and your matter evidently does not 
involve the furnishing of materials and labor for the erection of a public building, 
bridge or bridge substructure, or the making of an addition to or repair thereof.
