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In specific answer to your question, for the reasons ahove stated, it is my opinion
that the legal title or name of the office held by the person administering the De-
partment of Public Works is “Superintendent of Public Works” and that this desig-
nation should be used in the execution of all documents requiring the signature of
such department head. If the incumbent of such office sces fit so to do, there is no
legal objection to adding to the abcve term the words “as (or and) Director of Public
Works.”
