DEear Sir:—You have resubmitted for my approval a contract in triplicate
between the State of Ohio by George F. Schlesinger, Director of Highways and Public
Works, and the Rice-Jones Company of Cleveland, Ohio. This contract covers the
construction and completion of a reenforced concrete dam across the Tuscarawas
River near Long Lake, Summit county, Ohio, and calls for an expenditure of $10,676.04.
