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acknowledge deeds and other like instruments by them executed in the per-
formance of their official duties; and no good reason can be given, why a state
officer should go before a justice of the peace or notary public,- and make an
acknowledgment to the effect that he has performed his official duties volun-
tarily.” However, as above indicated, no duty or authority is imposed or con-
ferred upon me with respect to this deed, and the deed form of the same to-
gether with that of the railroad companies above referred to, is herewith enclosed.
