However, the reference in Article IV, supra, of the proposed articles to the
special sections of the General Code, under whose exclusive authority the cor-
poration may be organized, prevents the erroneous reference to the General Cor-
poration Act of Ohio from invalidating the proposed Articles of Incorporation.

I find that the proposed Articles of Incorporation of The Security Casualty
