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It may be added also that the form of auditor’s certificate as incorporated in
the body of the final resolutions is not completely filled out. I also note that in the
case of type A, the amount of the auditor’s certificate as incorporated into the body
of the final resolution is given as $47,000, whereas the original duplicate shows
$65,000.
