posal so opened or reject all proposals, and advertise for other bids, such ad­
vertisement to be for such time, in such form and in such newspaper or news­
papers as may be directed by the state building commission. All contracts 
shall provide that such owner may make any change in work or materials 
on the conditions and in the manner hereinafter· provided." 

If you think it is for the best interests of the State, you may reject all proposals 
for plumbing and heating and readvertise for new proposals, under said section. 

In view of the foregoing, I am of the opinion, in specific answer to your ques­
tion, as set forth in paragraph 7 of your letter, that you, as Director of Public 
Works, have no authority to award the contract for the heating and plumbing work 
for the construction of the two dormitories at the School for the Blind to the lowest 
combined bidder.
