DEAR Sm:-This will acknowledge receipt of your letter of the 2nd instant in­
closing proposed articles of incorporation of "The Christain Brotherhood-Benevolent 
Association, Inc.," for my approval. 

I am returning the same to you herewith, without my approval endorsed thereon. 
The proposed articles are signed by three persons, evidently intending to comply with 
the general corporation law. The purpose clause reads, "to engage in life and accident 
insurance." Section 9339, General Code, relating to a legal reserve life insurance 
company requires not less than thirteen perwns. 

The capital stock proposeu in these articles is Seven Hundred Fifty Dollars (8750). 
Section 9~43, General Code, require:; of an insurance company propo~ing to do this 
class of busines~, capital stock amounting to One Hundred Thousand Dollar~ (8100,000).
