This case involves an appeal from the Unemployment Compensation Review
Commission’'s (“Review Comrhission”) Decision dismissihg Pamela A. Waites's
(“Appellant”) appeal for unemployment benefits. The Court addresses the Ohio
Department of Jobs and Family Sérvices’ (“ODJFS”) Motion to DismiSs.

DISCUSSION

In this appeal, the Appellant appealed the dismissal of her unemployment
compensation appeal. The Review Commission held. that the Appellant did not have
good cause for failing to appear at a hearing. The Appellant had ten days to move her
case forward _by requesting a hearing under R.C. 4141.258(D)(5). The Appellént failed
to request the hearing but instead appealed to this Court over two years later. “An
appellant must first exhaust administrative remedies before seeking relief in this court.

Campbell v. Ohio Bureau of Empl. Servs.,74 Ohio App.3d 603, 600, N.E.2d 246 (3"



Dist. 1991). The Court finds that the Appellant has failed to exhaust administrative
remedies. The Court lacks jurisdiction to hear this appeal.
DECISION

The Court hereby DISMISSES the Appellant's appeal for failure to exhaust her

administrative remedies. %
