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of punctuation marks which he may employ to make the transcript intelligible,
that it is not necessary to enter upon a dissertation of the subject. The trial
judge was in error in allowing the stenographer for punctuation marks.”

In view of the authorities cited herein, and in specific answer to your inquiry,
I am of the opinion that under the terms of Section 1552 of the General Code, pro-
viding that the compensation of shorthand reporters for making transcripts and copies
shall not be more than twelve cents per folio of one hundred words, in counting the
number of words, punctuation marks are not to be included.
